Umrah is a Sunnah act of worship that can be performed at any time of the year, unlike Hajj which has
fixed dates. It consists of entering Ihram, performing Tawaf around the Kaaba, completing Sa’i between

Safa and Marwah, and shaving or trimming the hair.

It is deeply spiritual but physically demanding. You will walk a lot. You will stand in crowds. You will
experience emotional moments you cannot describe in words. It is simple in ritual, yet powerful in

impact.

Timing affects everything: price, crowd levels, temperature, and availability.

Off-Peak Months



Outside of school holidays and Ramadan, prices are generally lower and the Haramain are less crowded.

This allows more peaceful worship and easier Tawaf.
Ramadan Umrah

Ramadan Umrah holds immense reward. However, it is the busiest and most expensive period. If you're

considering this blessed month, explore dedicated Ramadan Umrah packages.
Bookings for Ramadan should ideally be made several months in advance, especially for families.
School Holidays

UK school breaks are peak seasons. Flights from London, Manchester and Birmingham fill quickly. If

travelling with children, early booking is essential.
