Tip: Direct Saudia flights from Manchester to Jeddah are typically available during Ramadan and

peak Hajj/Umrah season. Book early as these sell out fast.

West Yorkshire (Bradford, Leeds, Huddersfield)

South Yorkshire (Sheffield, Rotherham)

East Midlands (Nottingham, Derby, Leicester)



Avoiding a 4–5 hour drive or train journey to London airports saves time, money, and energy — especially

important for families with children and elderly pilgrims.

✅  Ground transport between Makkah and Madinah (~420km)

❌  Travel insurance (must be purchased separately)

Clean, functional hotels such as Al Kiswah Tower or Dar Al Ghufran (Makkah) and Al Eman

Royal Hotel or Dallah Taibah (Madinah)

Rooms may be smaller; expect shared lobbies

Hotels are typically a 10–20 minute walk or a short shuttle ride from Haram

Basic breakfast may or may not be included

Typical duration: 7–10 nights

⭐⭐⭐⭐  4-Star Comfort Packages

Best for: Families, first-time pilgrims, and those wanting a balance of comfort and value.

What to expect:

Hotels such as Anjum Hotel or Al Marwa Rayhaan (Makkah) and Millennium Al Aqeeq or 

Frontel Al Harithia (Madinah)

5–10 minute walk to Haram

Better room sizes, family suites available



Buffet breakfast commonly included

Higher quality transport

Typical duration: 10–14 nights

⭐⭐⭐⭐⭐  5-Star Luxury Packages

Best for: Elderly pilgrims, those with mobility needs, and pilgrims seeking a premium spiritual

experience.

What to expect:

Hotels such as Swissôtel Makkah, Pullman ZamZam, Hilton Suites Makkah, or The Oberoi

Madinah

Steps from Haram — many rooms with direct Haram views

VIP transport, private Ziyarah tours

Full meal plans available

Concierge and Umrah guidance services

Typical duration: 7–14 nights

How to Save Money on Umrah from Manchester

1. Book 4–6 Months in Advance

Early booking secures the best flight prices and hotel availability. This is especially critical for Ramadan

2026 (estimated: late February – late March 2026) and UK school holidays.

2. Travel During Off-Peak Periods

3. Choose a 3-Star or 4-Star Package

The difference between a 3-star and 5-star package can be £800–£2,000+ per person. If your priority

is worship rather than luxury, economy packages offer excellent value.

4. Book as a Group

Many agencies offer 10–15% discounts for groups of 10 or more. This is ideal for families, mosque

communities, and friends travelling together.

5. Be Flexible with Dates

Mid-week departures (Tuesday–Thursday) are often cheaper than weekend flights.

6. Compare Multiple Agencies

Don't book the first package you see. Compare at least 3–4 ATOL-protected agencies on pricing,

inclusions, hotel proximity, and reviews.

Requirements

✅  UK passport valid for at least 6 months from your date of entry into Saudi Arabia

✅  Completed Nusuk registration (if applying via Umrah visa route)

✅  Passport-sized photograph (white background)

✅  Proof of accommodation booking

✅  Meningitis (ACWY) vaccination certificate — mandatory

✅  COVID vaccination may still be recommended (check latest Saudi MOH guidelines)

Important: If your travel agency handles your visa, verify they are using the official Nusuk portal.

Always keep a personal copy of your visa approval.

24/7 UK Support Essential for last-minute changes or emergencies

�� Red Flags to Avoid

No ATOL number displayed on their website

Vague descriptions like "5-star hotel near Haram" without naming the property

No physical UK office address

Pressure to book immediately without a written itinerary

Requests for full payment upfront with no instalment options

Preparing for Your Umrah Journey: Practical Checklist

 Passport valid for 6+ months from entry date

 Umrah visa secured (via agency or self-application on Nusuk)

 Meningitis ACWY vaccination (at least 10 days before travel)

 Travel insurance purchased (covering Saudi Arabia)

 Hotel and flight confirmations printed and saved digitally

 Ihram clothing prepared (for men)

 Comfortable walking shoes (you will walk 10–15km daily)

 Medications and prescriptions (with doctor's note)

 UK power adapter → Saudi uses Type G (same as UK)

 Saudi Riyals or travel card (Wise, Revolut work well in Saudi Arabia)

 Nusuk app downloaded on your phone

 Emergency contact numbers saved

Frequently Asked Questions

What is the average price of Umrah packages from Manchester in 2026?

Prices range from approximately £699 per person for 3-star economy packages during off-peak months

to £4,000+ for 5-star luxury packages during Ramadan. The most popular 4-star packages typically cost 

£999–£1,500 per person.

Are direct flights available from Manchester to Jeddah?

Yes, Saudi Arabian Airlines (Saudia) operates seasonal direct flights from Manchester to Jeddah,

particularly during Ramadan and peak Umrah season. One-stop options via Istanbul, Dubai, Doha, and

Abu Dhabi are available year-round.

How far in advance should I book for 2026?

We recommend booking 4–6 months in advance for the best prices and availability. For Ramadan

2026, booking 6–8 months ahead is advisable as premium hotels near Haram sell out quickly.



Do I need a separate Umrah visa, or can I use a tourist eVisa?

UK passport holders can perform Umrah using either a dedicated Umrah visa (processed via the Nusuk

platform, usually included in packages) or a Saudi tourist eVisa (~£120), which also permits Umrah.

Check the latest regulations on nusuk.sa.

Is the meningitis vaccination mandatory?

Yes. Saudi Arabia requires all Umrah pilgrims to have an ACWY meningitis vaccination administered

at least 10 days before arrival. You can get this at your GP, a travel clinic, or many UK pharmacies.

Can families and groups get discounted rates?

Yes, most agencies offer group discounts of 10–15% for parties of 10 or more. Family packages with

interconnecting rooms and child-friendly arrangements are widely available.

What happens if my travel agency goes bankrupt after I've paid?

If your agency is ATOL-protected, you are legally entitled to a full refund or alternative arrangements

through the UK Civil Aviation Authority. Always verify ATOL status before booking at caa.co.uk/atol.

Is travel insurance necessary for Umrah?

While not always mandatory for entry, travel insurance is strongly recommended. It covers medical

emergencies, trip cancellations, lost luggage, and flight disruptions. Ensure your policy specifically covers

Saudi Arabia.

Planning Umrah from Manchester in 2026 has never been more accessible. With strong flight

connections, a growing number of trusted UK travel agencies, and the streamlined Saudi Nusuk visa

system, pilgrims from Northern England can focus on what truly matters — the spiritual experience of

visiting Makkah and Madinah.
